Jacob wrestles with a stranger he comes to recognize as God. 
He is told that he now will be called Israel, which means “the one who strives with God.” 

 

The same night Jacob got up and took his two wives, his two maids, and his eleven children, and crossed the ford of 
the Jabbok. He took them and sent them across the stream, and likewise everything that he had. Jacob was left alone; 
and a man wrestled with him until daybreak. When the man saw that he did not prevail against Jacob, he struck him 
on the hip socket; and Jacob’s hip was put out of joint as he wrestled with him. Then he said, “Let me go, for the day 
is breaking.” But Jacob said, “I will not let you go, unless you bless me.” So he said to him, “What is your name?” 

 



 
And he said, “Jacob.” Then the man said, “You shall no longer be called Jacob, but Israel, for you have striven with 
God and with humans, and have prevailed.” Then Jacob asked him, “Please tell me your name.” But he said, “Why 
is it that you ask my name?”

Paul grieves that Israel has rejected Jesus, but reaffirms that the people of the Old Covenant 
are the source of the law, and the Messiah himself. 

 

I am speaking the truth in Christ-- I am not lying; my conscience confirms it by the Holy Spirit-- I have great sorrow 
and unceasing anguish in my heart. For I could wish that I myself were accursed and cut off from Christ for the sake 
of my own people, my kindred according to the flesh. They are Israelites, and to them belong the adoption, the glory, 
the covenants, the giving of the law, the worship, and the promises; to them belong the patriarchs, and from them, 
according to the flesh, comes the Messiah, who is over all, God blessed forever. Amen.

When 
it was evening, the disciples came to him and said, “This is a deserted place, and the hour is now late; send the crowds 
away so that they may go into the villages and buy food for themselves.” Jesus said to them, “They need not go away;
